Q:
Task Two indicates the need for a public workshop to review the draft revitalization strategy (RFP Page 6).  Task Five indicates that the consultant team will facilitate a public meeting to review the draft revitalization strategy which will then be used to develop the final revitalization strategy.  Is this redundant and if so, can we eliminate the third workshop, use it for another purpose or include it as part of a multi-day charrette process?  Also, in our copy of the RFP, we do not have a Task Four. Am I missing a section in my RFP or should I assume task 5 (public meeting) is four, etc.?
A:
The final workshop under Task 2 is intended as a report-back to the Stakeholders, which would include residents and inn-keepers with a more detailed understanding of the effort, to go over various recommendations under the strategy.  The public meeting is intended as a full presentation of the project from start to finish—with a wider audience with less understanding of the effort.


Nevertheless, as noted on p. 9 of the RFP, you may re-structure the scope/tasks/workshop structure as you see fit, provided it would still meet the project objectives.

With regard to missing Task No. 4—good catch.  The prototype development effort was previously a discreet task in the RFP that was subsequently folded into Task 3.  You may re-number accordingly.
