Niagara Falls is changing every time you look at it.

1.1 Niagara Falls — An International Icon

Niagara Falls, New York, located on the eastern banks of the Niagara River on the
Niagara escarpment, is one of the State's first and best-known destinations. Almost 10
million visitors visit the city annually to get the best, up-close experience of the Falls in
the historic Niagara Reservation Park (now Niagara Falls State Park).

With over 55,000 in population in a region of roughly a million residents, Niagara Falls
is within one day's driving distance of all major eastern and midwestern United States
and southern Canada markets. The aggregate population of this market area exceeds
100 million.

1 USAN is a subsidiary of the New York State Urban Development Corporation, doing business as Empire State
Development Corporation (ESDC).
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All necessary development infrastructure is in place, including water, sewer, electricity,
and major communications facility. The City and the region enjoy a number of benefits,
including;:

e Location within the “Golden Horseshoe” international region extending from
metropolitan Toronto, through the Southern Ontario and Buffalo-Niagara regions, to
Rochester, New York;

e An efficient road network that
supports regional, international,
and local access, including
convenient access to the interstate

International Airport (IAG) and

Buffalo-Niagara International Airport (BUF), that together serve a full range of
regular service by all major and low-cost carriers and charter companies, and
facilities at IAG for wide-body aircraft;

e A well-developed regional mass transit system including intra-City bus service,
tourist-oriented trolley service, as well as access to intercity coach carrier and
passenger rail;

e Proximity to one of the world's largest hydroelectric power production facilities at
the New York Power Authority’s Niagara Power Project;

e Nationally-acclaimed colleges and universities, such as Niagara University, the
University of Buffalo, Niagara County Community College, Buffalo State College,
Canisius College, Erie Community College, among many others;

e Proximity to a host of local and regional natural, historic, and cultural amenities
contributing to a exceptional quality of life, including but not limited to Niagara
Falls, Whirlpool, and Devils Hole State Parks and other local/regional recreational
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facilities, world-class architecture, art galleries, great music & entertainment venues,
championship golf facilities, and award-winning wineries in New York and Ontario;
and

e An unmatched pride and sense of community embodied in our people—some of the
friendliest and most accommodating in the world.

1.2 The Site — Poised for Success

In the heart of tourist and commercial
facilities in the City’s downtown “Old Falls”
District, the Project site is just a few minutes’
walk from the brink of the cataracts and
other major attractions, as well as many
hotel/entertainment venues and travel
routes.

1.2.1 Site Specifics and Ownership

The Project site was previously occupied by a city-owned, 1,500-space parking structure
(i.e., “Ramp I”). In late 2004, the City bonded to demolish the structure and replace it
with a 420-space surface parking lot as an interim use, with the intent of soliciting the
site for new development.

The outstanding debt on the Project site, including original construction expenditures
for the former parking structure, its demolition, and site work for the current surface
lot, is approximately $2.05 million. In 2005, revenues for the surface lot totaled over
$302,500; these funds were used for operational expenditures and debt service.
Revenues in 2006 are projected to exceed $321,000.

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3. THE SELECTION PROCESS

The selection of a Preferred Developer for the Third and Niagara site will involve a
three-stage process:

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Attendance at the pre-response conference is not mandatory, but is strongly
recommended. Interested submitters may conduct independent site visits.

Identification of Qualified Teams

Each of the responses will be reviewed by a committee made up of an equal number of
representatives from USAN and the City.

Selection Criteria for Stage II Responses

e Capability and experience. A major consideration during the evaluation will be in
the prospective developer’s demonstrated ability, capacity, and expertise in
executing urban development projects with a scope and size equal to or larger than
the proposed development.

e The use of innovative approaches. The prospective developers will be assessed by
providing examples of innovative approaches used during major development
projects. Respondents who can also articulate and translate the Niagara Falls
Strategic Master Plan objectives into “bricks and mortar” may receive a higher
weighting in the evaluation process. Respondents that propose potential tenants of
the Project and the proven the ability to attract such users may also be provided
with a higher consideration during the selection process.

¢ Demonstrated ability to work with a broad stakeholder group. Prospective
developers who can demonstrate their ability to work with a broad stakeholder
group will receive a higher weighting in the evaluation process. Examples should
include the ability to negotiate and structure financing relationships with
government, financial institutions, and other private sector entities.

e Financial Capability. The prospective developer’s financial strength will be
assessed, and evidence required as to its financial capability to undertake a project
of the type and scale envisioned.

3.2 Stage II - Request for Proposal

The objective of the RFEI is to ensure that the City and USAN identify a range of
creative development teams that are capable and have a clear record of constructing an
economically viable and transformational project. Qualified teams to be invited to
proceed to Stage II will be those firms who, in the opinion of the City and USAN, are
most qualified to develop detailed proposals for the Project site that embody City
objectives for redevelopment set forth in the Strategic Master Plan.
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Selection Criteria for Stage II Responses

e The final Project must be consistent with Niagara Falls Strategic Master Plan, other
City plans/policies, and USAN urban design standards.

e The final Project must yield the most private taxable investment with the least
amount of public subsidy.

e The final Project must be aligned and complement adjacent development — i.e.,
Crowne Plaza, Third Street, Old Falls Street, etc).

e The quality of the development plan, proposed timetables and its integration within
the context of local community development/tourism objectives and
existing/planned development projects.

e The overall financial plan and impact of the proposal, including:

- rental projections;

- capital investment;

- anticipated property tax and/or PILOT payments;

- addressing the City’s outstanding debt on the site; and
job creation.

e The Project’s ability and creativity in techniques to adequately addressing parking
needs, including preserving the amount of parking spaces necessary for the Holiday
Inn Select/Crowne Plaza as the City has previously agreed to.

3.3 Stage III - Developer Interviews

Ranking of prospective developer teams will commence immediately following the
closing of the Stage II proposal call. Up to three (3) developer teams will be asked to
present their proposals to the City/USAN selection committee.

After the interview process, the developers will receive a final ranking. The City and
USAN will negotiate exclusively with the first ranked developer (i.e., the “Preferred
Developer”. If during the negotiation, the City/USAN concludes that it is unlikely an
agreement will be finalized with the Preferred Developer, they will be at liberty to enter
into negotiations with the second-ranked respondent and so forth until it enters into an
acceptable agreement to undertake the Project.

Neither the City, State, USAN nor ESDC make any representations or warranties
whatsoever with respect to this RFEI and subsequent stages including, without limiting
the foregoing, representations or warranties as to: the accuracy or completeness of any
information or assumptions contained in or provided in connection with this RFEI or
otherwise furnished to respondents; the use or development, or potential use or
development, of the Project or any portion thereof; the physical condition,
environmental condition, layout, configuration, size, boundaries, access, location,
systems and utilities for all land and improvements constituting the Project and for the
